MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THORPE SALVIN PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT ST. PETER’S CHURCH ON Monday 13th September 2021 

Present: Cllrs. Mr A Colclough (Chair), Ms M Johnson, Mr M Pearson and Mr M Collingwood.

In Attendance: The Clerk to the Council and Borough Councillor Tim Baum-Dixon.
There were no members of the public present.

69/21 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public
Councillor Colclough thanked everyone for coming.

70/21 To receive any apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Councillor Mr J Cox.

71/21 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
There were no declarations of interest.

72/21 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 26th July 2021
The minutes of the meetings held on 26th July, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

73/21 Matters Arising
a) Sorby Field - Play Area report and equipment, repairs to play equipment, roadside hedge
Councillor Colclough reported that the playing field is low risk, the shackles have been done.  The clerk was asked to enquire about what should be done about the silt reported.  The hedge is cut as part of the contract twice a year and councillors agreed to request it be cut as soon as possible in October and to ask for a second cut at the end of February.

b) Signs in the village
The signs were discussed and it was suggested the black one next to the noticeboard could come down, Councillors agreed to discuss this further at the next meeting.

The village sign for the garden will also be discussed at the next meeting.

c) Highways/Traffic Speed - Signage of Diversions in this village when Manor Road is closed
Borough Councillor Baum-Dixon explained that they are happy to support the speed limit although it will be a long haul.  Resolved Councillor Colclough proposed we accept this offer which was unanimously agreed.

The roadworks diversion signs are up although councillors felt that it would be helpful if there were signs before you got to it, the clerk was asked to write to Andy Lee to request this.
 
d)  Gate Post to Sorby Field/ Painting of the Small Board near Coronation Garden/ Notice for green board
The gate post has not been done yet Councillor Colclough and Councillor Cox will look to see if they can solve this. The noticeboards had already been discussed.

e) Litter Pick
A reply has not yet been received from Wayne Munro-Smith the clerk will chase this for a response with the support of Councillor Baum-Dixon.

f) Website 
Councillor Colclough has set this up, all councillors agreed that it had been done well, the clerk was asked to find out how far back documents need to be displayed so that they can be transferred.  Councillor Colclough will give all councillors access to the website account so that the contents can be reviewed/amended as required ahead of the
new website being approved to go live in the October 2021 meeting.  Councillors were asked to review the website and provide feedback.

g) Road Sweep
The road sweep was done and the clerk was asked to check that we will have the 18th October sweep as scheduled, Councillor Johnson will put a note on Facebook the week before to make parishioners aware.

h) Litter Bin 
The litter bin to be moved was knocked down and has been put back by Rotherham Borough Council.  The request to relocate this bin and provide a new bin (one at the end of Common Road and one on Pump Corner) to be chased up with the support of Councillor Baum-Dixon.

i) Party in the Park
Councillor Johnson reported that this went really well and a card of thanks received was passed round, the event will be done again next year.

j) Footpaths - where there is a crossing into the unadopted road -Little Wood Lane
Councillors discussed this again we are waiting for a reply to the letter sent by the Chairman.

k) Overgrown hedges
Ladyfield Road hedge has not been cut and is far too big.  

A letter was sent to the pub but the conifers have not been cut yet.  Councillor Baum-Smith suggested a letter be sent to Andy Roddis with a copy to himself, the clerk was asked to write.

l)  Maintaining Pump Corner and the verge outside Sorby Field
A quote for adding this to the contract was requested and has not been received yet and will be chased with the support of Councillor Baum-Dixon.  Resolved - Councillor Johnson proposed a one-off cut be done by Mr Hickton, seconded by Councillor Pearson and all agreed.

74/21 Planning
a) New Applications
There were no new applications.

b) Decisions 
There were no new decisions.
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75/21 New Business

a) Asset Register
The Asset Register had been circulated and items on the register were discussed.  Councillors thought that the defibrillator was missing from the asset register but it is recorded as an asset.  Resolved – Councillor Colclough proposed the asset register is correct, seconded by Councillor Johnson and all agreed.

b) Thorpe Matters
Councillor Johnson had been asked about Thorpe Matters.  Resolved – Councillor Johnson felt there was not enough content and that Facebook and the website could be used, seconded by Councillor Colclough and unanimously agreed.

c) Christmas Lights
The clerk has some lights and a transformer from Les and asked what Councillors would like her to do with them.  Councillor Johnson asked if they were not needed if they could be donated to the school to be PAT tested.  Resolved Councillors agreed to give them to the school.

Councillor Pearson discussed the Christmas tree lights and offered to take responsibility for these this year.  Resolved Councillor Colclough proposed we take up this offer and fund the lighting display, councillors unanimously agreed and this will be discussed further at the next meeting.

76/21 Finance
a) Bank account /Signatories
The balance of the current account is £9716.99.  

The form for new signatories could not easily be downloaded and the clerk passed on a printed copy to be completed and councillors will ask the Chairman if he can take it to the bank.

b) Cheques to be signed
Cheques have been approved for W Cox £30.50, A Colclough £151.07, M Johnson £310.57, W Cox £47 for framing, M Welch £324,24, HMRC 56,40, Canal Trust, £50, ICO £40, Spectrum £16.65 and Came and Co £494.80.

c) Insurance
The renewal was discussed.  Councillor Colclough proposed we renew for three years and this was unanimously agreed.

77/21 Report by Borough Councillors
Councillor Baum-Smith reported that it is good news on the roads with work being carried out and emergency repairs a bit further round.

Ward priorities are in draft and are different to what they were before and more specific.

Councillor Baum-Smith reported that they had got some bits done and will chase other bits up.

The health system reorganisation is being looked at with more working with Bassetlaw.

Councillor Baum-Smith sits on the Police Crime Panel and mentioned that councillors may have seen in the report that the new plan is hoping to focus on more rural crime.  Councillor Baum-Smith offered to raise issues for us if needed and reported on wildlife crime and asking for crimes to be reported to Crimestoppers.

On the health side there has been suicide prevention work as Rotherham has high levels and Anston and Woodsetts is in the top six although they are not deprived areas.

78/21 Correspondence
Correspondence has been circulated.

The clerk read a letter from Alexander Stafford MP sending best wishes to former Paris Councillor Les Hutchinson on his retirement and wishing Mark and Max every success in their new roles.

79/21 	Councillors items for discussion only
Councillor Johnson reported that in Slay Pit Lane the dog fouling signs are faded and need replacing, Councillor Tim Baum-Smith will look into this.

Councillor Colclough asked about escalating problems raised with Rotherham Borough Council and asked what can be done.  Councillor Tim Baum-Smith explained that if Borough Councillors raise issues they have to be responded to in 14 days he will check into why we get nothing reporting directly.  Councillor Colclough asked Councillor Baum-Dixon if he could support a review of the work request process so that fewer requests had to be escalated.
