There were two members of the public present.

01/22 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting, there were no questions or comments raised.

02/22 To receive any apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Councillor Mr M Pearson.

03/22 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
The chairman declared an interest in items relating to Mark Hickton.

04/22 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 10th January 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on 10th January, which had previously been circulated to members were amended at 8c to read Councillors had agreed to increase the precept by 4% and were then confirmed as a true record and were signed.

05/22 Matters Arising
a) Sorby Field - Play Area report, repairs to play equipment/safety matting, 
There have been no changes in the report.

A quote has been received from Mark Hickton for £100 to reinstate the turf to the areas listed including turf and topsoil.  Councillor Colclough proposed this be accepted, seconded by Councillor Collingwood and agreed.

b) Signs in the Parish/Village History Noticeboard
The order has been placed and the Chairman will go and see him to check on the order.

c) Highways/Traffic Speed
Councillor Colclough reported on the meeting last Friday he and the Chairman attended with Andrew Lee from Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council and Councillor Tim Bourne-Dixon when possible measures were discussed including:

Ladyfield - this may include a permanent flashing sign, 50mph limit between West Thorpe and the village, 20mph limit in the village.

Harthill Road -This may need an additional street light then a new speed hump, Priority one way to outgoing traffic, footpath to one side, road narrows signs, 20mph limit.

Worksop Road – Priority one way, road narrow signs 20mph limit.

Footpath so that pedestrians can walk off the road in front of Sorby Field.

Yellow lines generally not to be changed and central white lines be allowed to wear away and not be replaced.

Councillors agreed that in principle the Parish Council would be prepared to contribute to one or two of these schemes dependent on the cost.  The clerk was asked to write and inform Andrew Lee and to ask when we might have the proposals

It may take years to fully implement all possible measures of a road safety scheme because of process and funding requirements councillors will continue to maintain a degree of pressure so that it is achieved in some point in time. 

d) Road Sweep

The clerk had a message left this afternoon to say that a sweep could be arranged for the week of 21st March, councillors agreed she should arrange this.

e) Litter Bin 

The bins were discussed and the Chairman proposed the clerk amend the request to new bins on Pump Corner and Common Road leaving the one on Slaypit Lane, seconded by Councillor Collingwood and it was agreed a copy of the request should be sent to Councillor Beck.

The problem with dog fouling was discussed and councillors agreed for the sign to be replaced the Chairman will arrange for a sign to be made for Slaypit Lane.

f) Redundant bus stop signs

Photos have been circulated and councillors all agreed they should be sent on so that they can be removed.

g) Sorby Field Path Scheme

This is now included as a road safety issue.

h) Double yellow lines – Common Road

This is also now included in traffic scheme.

Rotherham Borough Council sent someone to Springfield Cottage over six months ago and nothing further has been heard.  There was discussion about a nearby footpath and this will be looked into further.
