




MINUTES OF THE VIRTUAL MEETING OF THORPE SALVIN PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON MONDAY 8th February 2021 AT 7.00PM

Present: Cllrs. Mr J Cox (Chair), Mr A Colclough Ms M Johnson and Mr K Wake.
In Attendance: The Clerk to the Council.

13/21 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public

There were 3 members of the public present.

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.  The Resident who had brought the proposal about CCTV to the Parish Council thanked the Parish Council for agreement to support it.  He was advised that after the Meeting a letter had been received from Alexander Stafford M P offering to continue to support it.  He has kindly offered to write to the Borough Council and Mr Billings the Police and Crime Commissioner to see if any funds/grants were likely to be available. He also offered to write to all residents asking for their views. 

Councillors were asked about litter picking as the village is a disgrace at the moment, this is an agenda item and will be discussed further on the agenda.  New tyres were reported as having been dumped on hedges, these have been reported.

Councillors were made aware of a vehicle that was stolen from Harthill yesterday crime does exist in the area and Thorpe Salvin.

14/21 To receive any apologies for absence

Apologies were received from Councillor Mr L Hutchinson. 

15/21 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.

There were no declarations of interest.

16/21 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 11th January 2021

The minutes of the meeting held on 11th January, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and will be signed by the Chairman.

17/21 Matters Arising

a) Sorby Field – Play Area report and equipment, damaged bench and painting of seats and play equipment / Hawthorn tree 

Work has started and all the preparation has been done however he needs good weather for the painting, the Chairman is monitoring the work and reported how thin the old paint was.

The mowing contract is coming up for renewal and the clerk has received a quote from the present contractor which has been circulated.  They have offered to carry out the work at the same price for the next three years, which will increase only because we believe the hedge should be cut twice a year rather than once, there was a Schedule of Work in the previous contract but no price.  Councillor Colclough proposed we obtain further quotes and also include the hedge being cut twice a year, this was unanimously agreed.

b) Ladyfield Road RMBC owned house

An email has been sent but a reply has not been received yet.

c) Village sign 

Applications for grants have been made to Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council and Loscar wind farm, no reply has been received the clerk will chase these up.  The quote received is considered very reasonable compared with the expected cost and that paid by other parish councils and it was agreed to discuss the sign further at the next meeting.

d) Highways   - 	i) Speed reduction and road safety  ii) Roads requiring urgent repairs

The Chairman has written to Councillor Hoddinott again, he has explained again that we have limited footpaths in the village and that traffic is considerable nowadays. He referred to the fact that the Parish Council has agreed to work to obtaining a 20mph speed limit on the three main roads that see through traffic.  The Chairman asked for details of the process for obtaining a speed reduction to 20 mph to be circulated to councillors again.  It was agreed that this needs to be put in the bulletin. He referred to the Meeting on site that had taken place nearly a year ago that had resulted in two of the worst areas of roads being resurfaced leaving Common Road and the Road at Netherthorpe, the flooding on Common Road was again drawn to the Councillors attention.  Councillors agreed to also report flooding using the online method adopted by residents.

e) List of items that could do with attention – priorities

The Chairman was asked to send out an electronic copy of the list so that it can be updated and it was agreed to discuss this further at the next meeting.

f) Litter Pick/Great British Spring Clean 

A reply received had been circulated to councillors.  The Chairman suggested that the required equipment be loaned to the the Parish Council who would then be able to act working in their own “bubbles” and go and pick litter be dropped off at his house.   The clerk was asked to contact Anna at the pub to see if litter could be collected from there. sanitisers and bags would be left out for litter pickers and it could be advertised on the website, noticeboard and on Facebook.

g) Website

Some of the changes have been made and the clerk will chase up the others requested.

h) Road Sweep

The street sweep from Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council to be arranged during the second or third week of March has been requested but is yet to be confirmed.  Pig Manure and straw was once again being spilt on the roads leading west from Little Wood Lane. This blocked the road gulleys which are important to stop flooding at the Junction of Ladyfield and Worksop Road and made road sweeping irrelevant.   It was agreed that the P C would initially try to resolve this problem by having a word with the pig farmer concerned once again about using a trailer without holes in the sides and having loads with material trimmed off so that it did not fall off.   Councillor Hutchinson will be been asked to contact the Farmer again.

i) Overgrown hedge Worksop Road

The direct approach by the Chairman resulting in a meeting on site as the Parish Council agreed and then followed up by a letter had not produced any improvement.  The Parish Council had already agreed if this local approach failed then the matter should go to Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council highways which will now be done this week.

There is another overgrown area on the left hand side in the dip by the stables which councillors agreed to also report.

j) Disposal of old records

This will be sorted out as soon as possible after Covid unless the former clerk moved beforehand.

k) CCTV

Alexander Stafford MP volunteered to write to the police crime commissioner and police as well as carrying out a survey, Councillors all agreed the Chairman should write and support the offer.  Councillors agreed support for this is needed from the village.

l) Bin on Slaypit Lane

As previously agreed the clerk has written to Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council regarding the bin.  Councillor Johnson suggested the bin be moved to Coronation Garden, seconded by Councillor Wake and all agreed.  Councillor Johnson will speak to Kassy to see if there is a mutually agreeable spot.

m) Communication – Newsletter

Councillors have agreed to produce a Parish Newsletter and include various matters that we are acting upon and possibly seek support on.  The Chairman suggested each Councillor might take up one subject and write about it for inclusion Councillor Wake is happy to put it together if people can give him articles to lay out ready for printing.

The clerk has had 14 more email addresses and councillors were reminded to ask residents to contact the clerk to be added to the list and for the clerk to chase up contact details going onto the website.

There is one application for a summer house at the old Nursery Site at the corner of Stothards Lane which was previously refused.

Once the elections in May have taken place we will be moving from Wales to Anston and Woodsetts.
