MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THORPE SALVIN PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT ST. PETER’S CHURCH ON Monday 8th November 2021 

Present: Cllrs. Mr J Cox (Chair), Ms M Johnson. Mr A Colclough Mr M Pearson and Mr M Collingwood.
In Attendance: Councillor Tim Baum-Dixon and the Clerk to the Council 
There was one members of the public present.

The chairman welcomed former councillor Les Hutchinson who had been a councillor for fifty years, during this time he had seen many changes.  Les made a considerable contribution to the parish for which he was thanked, he was wished a happy retirement and Councillors hope he has better health.   The Chairman then presented Les with a framed picture of Thorpe Salvin Hall

93/21 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.

94/21 To receive any apologies for absence
There were no apologies.

95/21 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
The chairman declared an interest in items relating to Mark Hickton.

96/21 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 11th October 2021
The minutes of the meeting held on 11th October, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

97/21 Matters Arising
a) Sorby Field - Play Area report, repairs to play equipment/safety matting, roadside hedge, gate post
The play area report has shown silting of mats and as agreed at the last meeting Councillor Colclough had met with Tim Archer for advice and a quotation for mats has been received.  Councillors felt that it should be a straight forward job to install them Councillor Colclough suggested Mark Hickton and Tim Archer meet to discuss what would be needed so that a price can be obtained.  Councillors agreed to think about what equipment they might want to improve the play area and Councillor Baum -Dixon will forward contact details of suppliers and this will be discussed further at the next meeting.

When the see-saw was removed it left two metal caps exposed, Councillor Pearson offered to turf over these.

The hedge was cut a couple of weeks ago and the gate post has been repaired.

b) Signs in the Parish/Village History Noticeboard
As the council had received a grant to part fund a sign, Councillor Cox proposed that a Parish sign was purchased. The Chairman has requested an updated quote for the sign and the details from the original quote were discussed.  Resolved Councillor Colclough proposed a spending limit of up to £1500 be set, seconded by Councillor Collingwood and unanimously agreed.  The clerk will circulate the new quote and details to councillors and Councillor Collingwood will discuss the site for the sign with Kassy.

Details for the Village History noticeboard have been circulated, Councillor Collingwood wished to look at it and would then go back to the Chair for discussion with Peter Cogill who had done the work on producing this on behalf of the Parish. Resolved Councillors agreed to order this Noticeboard for up to £250.

c) Highways/Traffic Speed
Councillor Baum-Dixon reported that there is a Towns and Villages fund that has been launched for villages outside the town centre.  They have put in for connecting the church and amenities in Thorpe Salvin to the footpath and have talked about speed of traffic which will be looked at.  Councillors were reminded that they can apply to do a speed watch however after discussion they agreed to wait until the spring and asked Councillor Baum-Dixon to arrange this.

d) Litter Pick
A reply has not yet been received from Wayne Munro-Smith Councillor Colclough will chase this up, the clerk was asked to take this off the agenda.

e) Website 
Councillor Colclough has set this up and the clerk has passed on details of the contact at Rotherham who offered to help with transferring details.  The site is proposed to go live in January and Councillor Collingwood offered to update items on the website once it is live.

g) Road Sweep
Councillor Colclough will pursue this again with Rotherham.  Resolved if it can be arranged for less than £200 Councillors agreed a sweep should be done before Christmas.

h) Litter Bin 
A reply has not yet been received from Wayne Munro-Smith Councillor Colclough will chase this up, the clerk was asked to take this off the agenda. The clerk to forward Wayne Munro-Smith’s contact details to Councillor Colclough

i) Overgrown hedges
Hedges have been trimmed back on the bend from Harthill just after the cricket ground.  There is an overgrown area on the left-hand side going out on Worksop Road by the 30mph sign.  

Councillor Baum-Dixon suggested Highways could look at this next week when they come out to see the double yellow lines on Common Road maybe Councillors Cox and Colclough could meet them. There was concern expressed by a councillor about any proposals to change these

The area just before the cricket ground by Harthill Lodge is in Harthill Parish in Wales.

j)  Maintaining Pump Corner and the verge outside Sorby Field
Councillor Colclough reported that he had spoken to Richard Nettleton who had confirmed that they had not cut as per schedule, they had discussed Pump corner and Rotherham have offered to include this in the schedule for the remainder of the contract.  Resolved councillors all agreed to accept this.

Councillor Pearson has dealt with the irrigation leak on pump corner.

k) Christmas Lights
The lights were discussed and Councillor Pearson will put a vertical tube/pipe in Coronation Garden so that it can be used every year for the tree, he will discuss the site with Kassy.  Councillor Pearson suggested we have a 12-13 foot tree on the perimeter edge, councillors will look at the site and let him know, Councillor Johnson will provide the electricity. Collaboration with Joyce and volunteers is welcomed.

98/21 Planning
a) New Applications
RB2021/1956 Charnwood, Ladyfield Road, Erection of detached garage – The application was discussed and councillors raised concerns that the trees had been cut down.  The Parish Council agreed to object to this Application primarily due to its location and impact on the street scene in the Conservation Area.   Councillors think the garage is positioned wrongly and should have followed the natural planning line.

Another application has not been chased up by Enforcement Officers and the clerk was asked to chase this up.

b) Decisions 
There were no new decisions.
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99/21 New Business

a) Winter Partnership
Councillors all agreed not to join in with this.

b) Defibrillator
The Chairman asked if this Charity provided a Leaflet that we could distribute it with Village specific notes would we be prepared to make a donation to this charity to recognise their costs and the fact that they provided our Village with a Defibrillator which nowadays cost £1500 plus Vat at no cost whatsoever for it still depends on donations and grants to continue its work.  Resolved Councillors agreed the Chairman draft a note to be circulated by councillors to residents with all the details for their information and will see if there is a leaflet available from the suppliers to attach to it.

c) Redundant bus stop signs
There are redundant bus stop signs in the village which need removing, the clerk was asked to contact South Yorkshire Transport Executive to tidy these up.

d) Parish Skip
Councillors did not feel this was necessary.

e) Footpaths in the village
The main road footpath going uphill from Slaypit Lane remains in poor condition and is unsatisfactory to pedestrians.
