




MINUTES OF THE VIRTUAL MEETING OF THORPE SALVIN PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON MONDAY 8th March 2021 AT 7.00PM

Present: Cllrs. Mr J Cox (Chair), Mr A Colclough Ms M Johnson and Mr K Wake.
In Attendance: The Clerk to the Council.

25/21 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public

There were no members of the public present.

The Chairman welcomed councillors to the meeting.  

26/21 To receive any apologies for absence

Apologies were received from Councillor Mr L Hutchinson who is not well.

27/21 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.

Councillor Mr J Cox declared an interest in item 29/21e)i

28/21 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 8th February 2021

The minutes of the meeting held on 8th February, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and will be signed by the Chairman.

29/21 Matters Arising

a) Sorby Field - Play Area report and equipment, repairs and painting of play equipment, mowing 

The Chairman reported that the refurbishment may finish tomorrow, the weather has not been helping.  The clerk was asked to check about the problem with the shackles which show on the report as need replacing, Councillor Colclough offered to meet the inspector if needed.

Three quotes have been received for the mowing Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council £925 + vat, SWHL £1365 and Acer £2325.  Councillor Johnson proposed we renew with the current contractor for three years reminding the contractor that we want co-ordinated cutting in one day or so, seconded by Councillor Wake and unanimously agreed.

b) Ladyfield Road RMBC owned house

Nothing further has been heard.

c) Pictoral Village sign 

The clerk reported that nothing further has been heard from the grants applied for.  The Calor grants open shortly and details were circulated to councillors, Councillor Colclough proposed we apply.


d) Highways   	

i) Speed reduction and road safety  

The Chairman reported that this is a long-term project and it should be included in the newsletter.  There was discussion on the criteria and it was suggested that we could write pointing out that we have no pavements and want to avoid accidents it was also suggested that it might be an idea to ask the cost of changing the 30mph signs to 20mph.

ii) Roads requiring urgent repairs

An email has been received from Emma Hodinott saying the repairs to   Netherthorpe Road and Back Lane  together with the patch repair already planned on Common Road are in next years budget, councillors agreed to put this in the newsletter.

e) List of items that could do with attention – priorities

i ) The Gate Post to Sorby Field – The gate post is rotten and a quote has been received for £181.90 for repair, Councillor Johnson proposed this be accepted, seconded by Councillor Wake and agreed.

ii)  Painting of the Small Board near Coronation Garden – The Chairman reported that the two boards by the garden want looking at one has an upside down map covered in mould and the other the frame the paint is peeling.  Councillor Colclough suggested we ask the contractor for a quote for repainting, councillors will look at the boards and discuss further at the next meeting.

f) Litter Pick/Great British Spring Clean 

A reply received had been circulated to councillors stating Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council do not allow litter picking where there are no footpaths, they did offer to do traffic management.  The Chairman is meeting Wayne to discuss the problems, Councillor Colclough also offered to attend and suggested we ask them to litter pick from Shireoaks to Thorpe Salvin.  Insurance was discussed as the clerk advised we could be liable if we went against advice from Rotherham.

g) Website

Councillor Johnson reported that there is quite a lot that needs updating, she will circulate the items to councillors and to Mary for submission.

h) Road Sweep

The clerk chased up the street sweep from Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council and circulated the reply received.  Councillor Colclough offered to try to sort this out, if not councillors agreed to arrange a private street sweep having the free one later in the year, Councillor Johnson proposed this be carried out, seconded by Councillor Wake and all agreed.

i) Overgrown hedge Worksop Road

These have been sorted and the Chairman suggested he send a letter of thanks to Sam Rowley for sorting these issues, this was agreed.

j) Disposal of old records

This will be sorted out as soon as possible, the clerk was asked to put in on the agenda as a pending item to be updated at the June meeting.



k) CCTV

The Chairman will send a letter supporting the offer as agreed at the last meeting.

l) Bin on Slaypit Lane

Coronation Garden had been looked at however it was felt this may not be a suitable site.  After discussion Councillors Cox proposed we relocate the bin to the end of Common Road and to request a new one on pump corner by the seat near the pump station, seconded by Councillor Johnson and all agreed.

m) Newsletter

Councillors will write the articles, the clerk was asked to write one on the elections.
