


MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THORPE SALVIN PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT ST. PETER’S CHURCH ON MONDAY 10 FEBRUARY 2020 AT 7.00PM

Present: Cllrs. Mr J Cox (Chair), Ms M Johnson, Mr A Colclough, Mr K Wake and Mr L Hutchinson
In Attendance: The Clerk to the Council and 9 members of the public.

11/20 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public
Members of the public were welcomed to the meeting by the Chairman.

The Parish Council were thanked for the Newsletter and email.

A resident has found golf balls in his garden from Sorby Field, it was suggested that a sign could be put up saying no golf practising.

Kassy reported that she has a booklet to go out to every house in the parish with things going on for the year.  The garden trail will have a war time theme and a mustang flyover is being organised.  The Coronation Gardens stonework will be fixed on the 14th and the plants will be put in when the frost has gone.

The ownership of a piece of garden on Common Road was queried, Councillor Hutchinson agreed to talk to the possible owner.

The bottom end of Ladyfield had flooded again yesterday and the lane from Top Hall Farm to the airfield was reported as being in a shocking state.   This has been reported to Street Pride who gave an unsatisfactory response, councillors agreed the chairman should write a further letter.

We have had communication regarding the fire, the Chairman offered to send a letter to Rotherham about Unbraco           as this is the second fire in five or six years.  The question was asked if the Environment Agency Licence had been covered.  The road is currently closed with no signage up, the Councillor Wake will check if there are closure notices.

Street lighting from the Old School House to the end of the village is out, this has been reported and work should be completed by 27th.

12/20 To receive any apologies for absence
There were no apologies.

13/20 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
There were no declarations of interest recorded and no items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business to be discussed.

14/20 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 13th January 2020
The minutes of the meeting held on 13th January, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

15/20 Matters Arising

a) Newsletter
Councillor Wake was thanked for the newsletter, it was suggested that this be published quarterly with the history of the hall in the next edition.

b) Quarry Protest Group

There has not been much progress, the Chairman reported that he believes four volunteers have come forward but no Chairperson, he will send a note to the volunteers.    There was a suggestion that Mailchimp could be used for sending out notices, details will be sent to the clerk.

c) Sorby Field - Tree reduction, dead tree and hedges cutting and maintenance, Gate Security, Play Area report and equipment, Protection against unauthorised access, damaged bench and painting of gates

Councillor Colclough reported that the tree application has been granted and the contractors can complete this on 27th February which complies with the conditions of the permission.

A quote has been received by Councillor Colclough in respect of further work/repairs on Sorby Field.  A second price is required so a second contractor will be asked to give us a price. the clerk will pass on details of possible contractors.

The moles are being dealt with.

d) Ladyfield Road RMBC owned house/Parking issues

This is still the same, Rotherham are dealing with it.  Attention was drawn to it being close to the conservation area, the Chairman will check on the progress but explained it is a sensitive issue

e) Speed Humps on Ladyfield Road

A meeting has been arranged for 23rd March, Councillors Cox and Colclough will attend.  It was suggested that reducing the speed limit could also be discussed.

The Chairman had produced a List of works that Rotherham should do to repair and reinstate the present speed restriction measures (signs speed humps and road markings).  A Meeting was now to take place with Councillor Hoddinott, Cabinet Member responsible at Rotherham on 23rdth March.  Councillor Wake has agreed to go round the village with the Chair and Rotherham.      

The Chairman also asked what support there would be if we worked towards a 20 mile an hour limit as only 10% of the roads in the Village had footpaths, he had seen elsewhere these limits in villages with no footpaths.  It was indicated that such would receive support.

f) Parking at the station and on Manor Road

There is no change.

g) HGV Use Ladyfield Road

This is ongoing.

h) Village Sign

Details of the grants from Severn Trent and the turbines have been circulated.  Councillors discussed possible designs and sites and will look into this further for the next meeting.

i) Bin
The clerk will chase this up.

a) New Applications
RB2020/0172 - 56 Common Road for the erection of a pair of wooden gates - No comments were thought to be necessary from the Parish Council.

b) Decisions

019 /1998    Sorby Field -All tree works shall be carried out in accordance with British Standard 3998: 2010. There are conditions one of which requires cutting back of Vegetation to be undertaken outside the Bird Breeding Season - March to September.  A suitably qualified Ecologist to inspect if work carried out in that time.  If an active nest is found then work to cease until birds have fledged.

Councillor Wake raised the fact that there was a real problem with long vehicles or even buses on the bend at Pump Corner as these went on both sides of the road and suggested a mirror being installed on the bend might help. and if there was any way of improving the speed limit to 20 mph this will be discussed at the meeting on 27th March.

Potholes were reported in a number of places it is not known if they have been reported to Rotherham and the clerk urged resident to report these.  Rotherham Borough Council contact details for pot holes and lighting will be published in the next Newsletter.

The list of matters to be considered that would improve the appearance of the village had been circulated as produced by Terry and the Chair.  Councillors were asked to look at the list deciding on priorities and which if any should be tackled in the next financial year so that this can be discussed further at the next meeting.
