MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THORPE SALVIN PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT ST. PETER’S CHURCH ON Monday 14th March 2022

There were two members of the public present.

13/22 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting, there were no questions or comments raised.

14/22 To receive any apologies for absence
There were apologies From Borough Councillor Tim Baum-Dixon.

15/22 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
The chairman declared an interest in items relating to Mark Hickton.

16/22 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 7th February 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on 7th February, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

17/22 Matters Arising
a) Sorby Field - Play Area report, repairs to play equipment/safety matting,
There have been no changes in the report, the clerk is waiting for Mark to give a date for the turf to be reinstated, she was asked to chase this up.

b) Village Sign /Village History Noticeboard
This was discussed the Chairman will go once more to discuss the suggested reduction to decals.

c) Highways/Traffic Speed
Andrew Lee has responded to the chairman explaining that he needs to refer it to the road safety board in April.

d) Road Sweep
The sweep has been arranged for next week, Councillor Johnson will put a note on Facebook.

e) Litter Bin 
Andy Roddis had contacted the clerk for further details, nothing has been heard since.

The garden wheelie bin needs renewing,  Thorpe in Bloom to be contacted to discuss how many bins require to be renewed, Councillor Johnson will sort this.

f) Bus stop signs
The reply had been circulated to councillors and was discussed.  Councillors were not happy with the reply received they felt it was not good enough and asked the clerk to go back to them asking for a timeline.



g) Queens Jubilee Celebrations
Councillor Johnson gave details of the planned event for 6th June which will cost a total of £1375.99, a detailed breakdown of costs was presented and the event was discussed.  Councillor Colclough noted the costs were significant for the parish council and higher than expected, but appeared ​reasonable for the activities planned and because this is a one-off event proposed we support it, however the group should see what other funding is available approaching Borough councillors as well as Rotherham Borough Council and Thorpe in Bloom, all councillors agreed.  

18/22 Planning
a) New Applications
RB2021/1192 Erection of detached outbuilding Springfield Cottage Back Lane Thorpe Salvin – Councillors were concerned about the amount of illumination that exists at night due to floodlighting and security lighting which makes the buildings highly visible in a rural area, they also ask that it cannot have a change of use and must be for storage.

RB2022/0279 Use of land for the siting of an agricultural workers mobile home The Piggery Little Wood Lane - Councillors strongly object to this application, it has not been necessary for workers to live at the site for 20/30 years.  The 50 ft Mobile Home would be highly visible and is located in a green belt area which is not screened.

RB2022/0422 Creation of steps and wall to side of property for access to rear 1-2 Malthouse Cottages Manor Road Kiveton Park – there were no objections raised.

b) Decisions 
There were no new decisions.

a) Code of Conduct

b) Keep Britain Tidy
Councillors agreed to join this and the clerk was asked to contact Wayne Munro-Smith asking for the equipment for mid-May, 20 Hi-Viz jackets, litter pickers and sacks.

c) Tree planting
This was discussed and councillors agreed not to at present.

d) Painting
The Chairman drew attention to the posts by Sorby Field and benches that need restaining.  Councillors agreed that the Chairman and Councillor Collingwood should do a list which could be sent to Mark for a quote.

e) Clerks Salary
The clerk had circulated the new rates which had been agreed by NALC to be backdated to April 2021.  Councillors unanimously agreed to increase the salary to £336.70 a month backdated to April 2021.



20/22 Finance
a) Bank account /Signatories
The balance of the current account is £10721.36 and the deposit £5113.24.

b) Cheques to be signed
Cheques were approved for M Welch £279.48, Rotherham £277.50, Spectrum £35.65 and HMRC £165.53

21/22 Report by Borough Councillors
There were no Borough Councillors present.

22/22 Correspondence
Correspondence has been circulated.

A letter had been received relating to the roadworks proposed on Back Lane/Worksop Road and possible withholding of information. The Council have always been transparent with regards to their activities and agreed to respond using the draft letter prepared by the Chairman, councillors agreed that the clerk should send this out.

Trees that should have been removed which were previously visited by Rotherham have still not gone and the clerk was asked to add this to the next agenda.

Concerns were raised about Turner Wood and it was agreed to put it on the next agenda.

Councillor Colclough reported that a request for the website to be more accessible has been submitted and could take a few days.
