2.  To receive any apologies for absence: Mary Welch (Parish Clerk) 

3. To declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business: No interests from anyone were declared.

4. To approve the minutes of the meeting hold on 8th November 2021: the minutes of the meeting held on 8th November, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

5. Matters arising

a) Sorby Field – Play Area report, repairs to play equipment/safety matting:
Mark – the Handyman - does not want to carry out the work. A report on the Meeting on site with Tim Archer attended by Mark Hickton and deferred any decision for the time being believing it might be coupled with the obtaining of a grant for more play equipment and not really understanding why this item now appears on the inspection list when the condition is as it has been for years. The extent and the likely cost were considered a factor as well. There was, we were being told, a likelihood of this having to be redone after only several years.  Possibility of obtaining a grant to replace matting near swings and the basket swing and new equipment. Action Mary
Turf to be reinstated over the current matting – Mary to ask Mark to requote for reinstating the turf on the see-saw, swings and swing basket 







b) Village Sign/Village History Noticeboard: Order needs to be carried out for the sign – Action John Cox

c) Highways/Traffic speed: Tim Baum-Dixon spoke to Richard P – Road Safety Officer and Andrew Leigh – Head of Highway regarding the whole of the village regards double yellow lines/speed/extra streetlights/footpaths.  Extra single streetlight coming into the village subject to funding.  There are no fatalities that have been recorded in the village in comparison to other areas of the borough that enables RMBC not to fund speed signs at present. A scheme for what is needed for the village needs to be put together. Action Tim
Back lane towards Netherthorpe has been nominated by Tim for the road to be resurfaced.

d) Website: Website to go live end of January – Action Andrew

e) Road Sweep: Road sweep was carried out before Christmas – great job. Next road sweep to be carried out in March – RMBC to be contacted to carry out the next road sweep March: Action Mary

f) Litter Bin: Pump corner bin on order. Keep bin on Slaypit Lane, Bin on Common Road needs following up to obtain date it will be fitted – Action Mary

g) Overgrown Hedges: 
a) One hedge in the village was briefly discussed

h) Redundant bus stop signs – RMBC want numbers of bus stops through the village – Action John Cox

a) RB2021/1956- erection of garage – new plans have been resubmitted – PC not to object. Springfield Cottage to be followed up by Mary – Action Mary

a) Sorby Field Path Scheme: to be included in the scheme for what is required for the village – Action Tim
b) Double yellow lines: letter has been drafted by Mark Hill that will be sent to residents regarding double yellow lines.  Letter not to be sent out – Action John Cox.  TSPC do not want anymore yellow lines in the village – this will be included in the scheme – Action Tim

a) Bank account/signatories – no accounts were available but have since been established at £12651 in the current account and round £5000 reserve account.

c) Precept: Agreed that the increase should not exceed 4% - in line with CPI figure – agreed by Andrew Colclough and Mark Pearson
