49/22 Welcome to the public 

50/22 To receive any apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Councillor Mr A Colclough

51/22 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
There were no declarations of interest

52/22 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 30th May 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on 30th May, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

53/22 Matters Arising
a) Sorby Field - Play Area report, repairs to play equipment/safety matting, 
Councillors discussed the see-saw base mentioned in the report, the Chairman offered to go and have a look.  Councillor Colclough has arranged for the grass to be cut before Thorpe in Bloom.
	
b) Village Maintenance
i) Village Sign/Village History Noticeboard
These have now been received, Councillors were pleased with them.  The noticeboard was put up on Saturday and the sign will be put up on 20th July in time for Thorpe in Bloom, the Chairman had concerns about rock under the village garden however Councillor Pearson did not think this would be a problem.

ii) Litter Bins/Litter Pick/ Bus Stop signs
The litter bin is to be moved and the extra bin will be looked at.

Councillor Johnson was organising the litter pick for 23rd July at 10am, the clerk will ask Wayne Munro-Smith for the equipment.

Councillor Collingwood reported that the sign on Common Road has gone he will check the Springfield sign.

iii) Painting
Councillor Collingwood spoke to Mark who has done the bench and pump at pump corner and will have done the benches by the end of this week which will just leave the posts.  It was agreed that the teak oil suggested by Councillor Colclough would be better and would incur no additional costs.

iv) The Tipping of Material on Land in front of the houses off Ladyfield Road
Councillors discussed this ongoing issue, Councillors Collingwood and Tim Baum-Dixon will chase up the progress on this.



c) Website
Councillors agreed to put details of the website on Facebook, the old site is being closed which should improve accessibility.  Councillors agreed to put a number of things together for the next meeting, Councillor Johnson will design a leaflet which could be linked to the website and can be printed off for residents without access to a computer.

54/22 Highways
a) Traffic Speed
Borough Councillor Tim Baum-Dixon reported that the council have launched a new road scheme, he has submitted requests for Thorpe Salvin and explained that more complaints are needed as they will be registered and used to support this.  The Chairman suggested we let Andy Lees know that we support this and that anything we can do we will.

b) Path in front of Sorby Field
With the signs coming to fruition at last the Chairman said he believed the next thing the Parish Council should be working towards is the path on the roadside verge in front of Sorby Field.

c) Defective road sign on Harthill Road 
The clerk was asked to report this sign which councillors have put right a couple of times, the post moves round the clamp on the sign is fine.

b) Decisions 
RB2022/0769 Old Meadow House, Little Wood Lane – increase height of garage – grant conditionally.

c) Encroachment into woods
Photographs have been requested, the site is half in Anston, councillors agreed the Chairman and clerk should write to Anston Parish Council to see if they are interested as well.
