MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THORPE SALVIN PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT ST. PETER’S CHURCH ON MONDAY 6th February 2023

There were no members of the public present.

013/23 Welcome to the public 
The Vice-chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.

14/23 To receive any apologies for absence.
There were apologies from Councillor J Cox.

15/23 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.
There were no declarations of interest.

16/23 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 9th January 2023
Councillor Colclough reported that the minutes of the meeting held on 9th January, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and were signed.

17/23 Matters Arising
a) Sorby Field - Play Area report, repairs to play equipment/safety matting, moles
The play area report from the 19th of January is now out of date as some work has been done.  The clerk was asked to chase the quotes for the hand holds and bench repairs and to ask Mark to fill in the hole reported under the little kids slide and it was it was agreed that the soil covering the former see-saw location can be seeded later in the year.

Councillor Colclough met a representative from Play and Leisure about equipment.  The suggestion from the supplier was that we replace the little kids slide and put in a roundabout, this proposal would cost around £13000 for both pieces of equipment.  Resolved - Councillor Colclough proposed that the little slide is replaced as the first priority followed by a new roundabout subject to external funding availability, all councillors agreed. 

The moles are still being caught.

b) Village Maintenance - Litter Bins
This has been done and can be removed from the agenda.

c) Road Sweep
The next sweep was requested for the last week in March however they have offered the first week in April which was agreed.

18/23 Planning
a) New Applications
RB2023/0095 Replacement and remodelling of roof and external walls of existing conservatory on the front elevation, erection of gable corners, and rendered corners to replace conservatory windows – 58 Common Road, Thorpe Salvin – Councillors made no comments.
RB/2023/0138 – 55 Common Road, Thorpe Salvin – Application for Lawful Development Certificate - Councillors made no comments.

b) Decisions 
There were no new decisions.


c) Encroachment into woods

19/23 New Business
a) Parish Clerk
A letter of resignation has been received from the clerk who is retiring and will finish on 11th April.  Councillors agreed to advertise the vacancy for a qualified person working 6 hours a week on the noticeboards and Facebook and the clerk was asked to find out costs of advertising from the relevant channels.  Applications are to be sent to the clerk and will be circulated to councillors.

b) CCTV
A meeting has been arranged for 13th February to discuss this further, Councillors are happy for the Chairman to represent the council at the meeting.  Councillors agreed that this is something they wish to continue to investigate and felt more information was required before any proposal could be considered further.

It was reported that there may be a CCTV camera as you are going into Harthill.

c) Coronation
Councillors suggested that maybe something could be done with the church for the King’s Coronation, Councillor Collingwood will talk to the church members.

d) Form for Funding
A form for funding has been received, the clerk was asked to check when the deadline is.  Councillors agreed they would be happy with external funding for CCTV (subject to further information), traffic calming or play equipment to be considered in a funding application.   A price has been obtained for the play equipment and if there is a time constraint to submit the form, play equipment funding could be requested and if not it was agreed to discuss this further at the next meeting.

20/23 Finance
a) Bank account /Signatories
The balance in the current account is £10260.15.

The clerk has not completed the application for Unity as the new Clerk’s details will be needed.  Councillors agreed to defer this until the new clerk and councillor are in post.

b) Cheques to be signed
Cheques for were approved for RMBC £344.16, £564.45 and £277.50, M Welch £341.10, M Hickton £350 and M Collingwood £174.00.

c) Audit
A quote of £65 has been received from John Haddon to complete the audit.  The clerk offered to take the accounts for audit and return them afterwards, Councillors unanimously agreed to accept this.
