5. Matters Arising 
a) Sorby Field - Play Area report, grass cutting, picnic bench, etc
It was reported that playground reports remains at low risk. It was noted that there is mould or moss on some of the play equipment. The Clerk agreed to contact RMBC for a quote on cleaning the required equipment, Cllr Cox agreed to contact Mark for a quote
b) Sorby Filed Verge wooden posts.
 Deferred to next meeting
c) Village Maintenance – Coronation Garden, Road Sweep, Speed Hump and Footpath repairs, etc.
Cllr Johnson confirmed that Coronation Garden has now been tidied up by TIB and volunteers
Cllr Colclough confirmed that there would be a road sweep this month and another on the week commencing 16th of December .
d) CCTV update
Cllr Colclough reported that 3 of 4 CCTV cameras have been  installed, the 4th can be installed once a new post for the flashing speed sign is fitted.  This frees up a location on an existing metal lamppost for the camera.
It was noted that a resident has today contacted the Parish Council regarding the CCTV , the Clerk isto send an initial reply and Councillors will follow-up with a further response.
e) Road Safety Update
Cllr Colclough referred to the email circulated which confirms that the speed humps within the Parish are going to be reinstated in 2025. He advised that he will contact RMBC to request clarification on whether it will be all of the speed humps or only the ones in the poorest condition.
f) Village Sign
Cllr Cox reported that this maintenance project is ongoing.
6. Resident’s concerns regarding buses and lorries travelling on Ladyfield Road.
Cllr Colclough has contacted RMBC and asked them to inspect the current state of hedges encroaching into the highway on the roads within the Parish and ask them to take the required action to ensure they are cut back. 
Cllr Cox  suggested that If the hedges have not been cut back by next month a list could be populated and given to the Borough Council.
7. Footpaths- Cllr Cox reported he has had some success, Alex from RMBC has visited, she has contacted the farmers and instructed them to reinstate the footpaths.  The Parish Council will monitor and go back to Alex if required.

8. Christmas decorations-Cllr Johnson suggested having a Christmas tree in the Coronation garden. It was agreed that the Parish Council will purchase the tree. Cllr Johnson kindly offered to supply the electric for the tree lights and advised that she will organise the tree and appeal for volunteers to decorate it on the 30th of November.
